The right clothes

them and get wet feet. Cagoules are light weight, wind and rainproof
without being heavy and hot.

Batteries

Insect repellent

Sometimes necessary, depending on lot of factors including the
weather.

Suncream / Aftersun

Towels

More than a towel each. One for the beach, one for the shower.
